2. God redeemed us by the blood of Jesus. (v. 7) What does “redemption” 
mean? Let’s share how we are experiencing the joy of forgiveness from 
sins and the freedom and awe that come from the gospel the grace of 
Jesus' redemption in our lives. 

3. What has God done through the Holy Spirit? (v. 13-14) What does it 
mean to enjoy the guarantee of salvation in life? What is God’s purpose 
in performing the great work of salvation for sinners like us? (v. 6, 12) 
Let’s discuss how we can live lives that bring praise to His glory in our 
homes, workplaces, and schools this week.
